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mostly drafts, for the public, both local and out of state.  
That fall, Titus, his Dad and brother Jason went to Saskate-
wan, Canada to purchase a truckload of 2 to 3 year old 
spotted mares. They were greeted at the ranch with a hearty 
welcome along with refreshments.  They then set about the 
business of choosing 20 young mares and two foals from a 
selection of 55 – 60.  After coggin’s testing and legal pa-
perwork, they all arrived safe and sound four weeks later. 
   The horse breeding business has not been without it’s 
challenges.  They had some foaling problems when some 
of their mares weren’t producing quality colostrum milk.  
After trying different mineral supplements with no success 
they tried a product call Maximum Performance, pro-
claimed to promote “high quality milk.”  They put one 
mare on the product for six weeks before foaling. The dif-
ference was unbelievable, lots of quality milk!  Since then, 
they have been very successful with mare foaling and hav-
ing high quality colostrum 
milk and foals that are 
stronger, healthier and 
more energetic to get up 
and suckle. 
   Fitting horses for private 
and public sales and train-
ing for themselves and 
other people is a pleasure 
for Titus and his family.  During the past few years, they 
have sold all their Belgians and continue with the Spots 
and a few Percherons.   Cedar Acres Farm has ten spotted 
mares 4 – 9 years old and 13 head of young stock.  MC’s 
Royal Justin still serves as the herd sire and is proving him-
self very well.  He possesses conformation, disposition and 
motion, which he continues to pass on to his offspring. 
   Besides their draft horse business, Titus works with his 
father in the family pallet business that his father estab-
lished in 1995. Titus and his wife Mariam married in April 
of this year and have a small house on the family farm.  
Mariam also enjoys horses and they spent many enjoyable 
hours working together in the barn this spring. 
   Titus thanks God for his parents, Samuel and Susie, and 
his 5 brothers and 6 sisters.  The family 
lost 7-year-old Michael to brain cancer 
in 1999.  After four months of suffer-
ing, “God called Michael home to 
heaven”.  His parents and surviving 
siblings live on the family farm with 
the exception of the two oldest who are 
married and have their own families. 
    Titus and his family greatly appreci-
ate the hospitality shown by Ben and 
Josephine Graber and sons during Horse Progress Days.  
The Graber family let them keep their horses at their place 
for the nights and opened their home to the Hochstetler 
family.

   If you attended Horse Progress Days this year, you 
couldn’t miss the magnificent eight-horse spotted hitch 
exhibited by NASDHA member Titus Hochstetler of Ce-
dar Acres Farm. Although it was a great deal of work, 
Titus said he learned a lot and had fun making it happen. 
Titus also used his spotted drafts in field demonstrations 
with various pieces of farm machinery using a 2 by 4 
hitch and a 4 by 4 hitch. His flashy 4-horse hitch repre-
sented the spotted draft in the Parade of Breeds. Titus and 
his Spots made a big showing at Horse Progress Days and 
could not have done it alone.  He owes a big “Thank You” 
to his family and all the other guys for their willing help. 
   Titus has always enjoyed horses and farming.  He will 
always remember his excitement the day his Dad came 
home from an auction with Eclipse, a black hackney pony 
gelding.  As a 12 year old, Titus could only imagine the 
adventures and thrills this pony would share with him 
over the next several years. Eclipse’s power and style was 
the envy of all the other school boys. 
   The Hochstetler’s used Belgians as their “horse power’ 
on the farm.  In 2002, Mahlon Coblentz of Belle Center, 
Ohio introduced them to spotted drafts.  A year later, they 
decided to breed their Belgian mares to Farbig Buddy, a 
homozygous stallion, at Coblentz’s Pine Acres Farm. The 
Hochstetlers leased a couple of spotted stallions over the 
next 2 years.  They purchased their current stallion, MC’s 
Royal Justin, as a weanling in 2004 from Pine Acres 
Farm. 
   Their interest in the Spots and their desire to broaden 
their horizons grew.  Titus remembers their venture to 
Lansing, Michigan in February 2005.  Although they had 
to travel through snow and ice, they meet their goal to 
purchase a team of 2-year old consigned mares, MC’s 
Starlight Maggie and MC’s Starlight Rose. 

   The Hochstetlers continued to expand their horse busi-
ness. In the spring of 2006, Titus began training horses,
