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CHANGES IN ATTITUDE
Sometimes Nature should be given her way, even if it means things don't “look” as pretty. You might have to
change your attitude regarding farm management. Picture postcard, weed-free fields with cleared, neatly
trimmed fencerows are not Earth-friendly.
Mow the pastures one less time per year.
Create brush piles for natural habitats instead of burning.
Let fence rows grow wild; this reduces wind and water erosion and takes less work (thus, using fewer fos-
sil fuels).
Leave grassy, unused areas of the farm unmowed. Areas with tall grass create tremendous wildlife habi-
tats and are good for maintaining soils.
Avoid monocultural pastures. A variety of grasses and other plants—both natural and planted—can be
healthier for the horse.
Kill thistles and other noxious weeks by mowing just before the flowers turn to seeds. The plants have
expended most of their energy to reproduce and will be weakened at that point.
